• Detailed descrip�on of our interven�on program 

o Students who are below the 25th percen�le in reading and/or in math, or if they are not proficient on the state test, they will 
receive interven�on services, daily for 30 minutes in the subject area of math and/or reading 

o Interven�on services are provided to students as follows: 
 Low income students are placed into interven�on based on district and state tes�ng results 
 Low income students are offered a�erschool tutoring 
 Students of color are placed into interven�on based on their reading and math scores on district and state tes�ng results 
 Students of color are offered a�erschool tutoring 
 English Learners are placed into an interven�on group based on their WIDA, district and state tes�ng results 



 English Learner are offered a�erschool EL tutoring and general educa�on tutoring 
 Children with disabili�es are provided support based on their 504 plan, and they are placed into an interven�on group as 

needed, and they are offered a�erschool tutoring 
 Students experiencing homelessness, children in foster care and migratory students are support through the social 

worker 
 Students experiencing homelessness, children in foster care and migratory are placed into interven�on based on district 

and state tes�ng results 
o Once students are selected, they are giving a placement test to determine their strengths and weaknesses and then they are place 

in a group 
o Each interven�onist will have 6 students per group 
o Classroom teachers will also provide a 30-minute interven�on during this �me to fill in the educa�onal gaps in their learning 
o Interven�on is hard schedule, 5 days per week 
o Have Social Contract on table 
o Open group with 2-3 minutes of reading fluency  
o Math group you will start with a 1 minute “fact” drill/review 
o Have I can ready and on table (use whiteboard provided) (include how they will be assessed at the end of group and review it with 

them, prior to star�ng the lesson) 
o Have Interven�on work ready (Do now-if applicable; curriculum used with group, supplemental materials-if applicable, student 

folders-if applicable) 
o Greet students as they arrive to group  
o Unpack I Can statement (state the objec�ve and purpose of today’s lesson) 
o Tell students how they will demonstrate they can apply the objec�ve (at the end of group) 
o Implement Curriculum (using a variety of strategies, check for understanding) 
o When checking for understanding, reference the I Can statement 
o Use Gradual Release (I do, We do, You do) 
o During the “You do” part (This is independent prac�ce, students should be doing the “heavy li�ing”) 
o Provide specific feedback (using the feedback loop) for students to master the skill/objec�ve 
o Con�nue working on objec�ve 
o Mid-point of lesson – check for understanding by revisi�ng the objec�ve/skill 
o Close out Lesson (allow 2 minutes) 
o Have students put material away 
o Have students state/demonstrate what they learned (check for understanding) 
o Give forma�ve assessment/Exit �cket 
o Ask each student a ques�on 
o Connect current day’s lesson to the “I Can statement” 
o Launch (may preview what they will be doing the next day) 
o Progress Monitor 
o aimswebPlus, Oral Reading Fluency, bi-weekly  

• Interven�on Curriculum 
o Interven�on will use the following curricular tools to meet the ELA/reading and math needs of our scholars 

 Correc�ve Reading (for 3rd through 5th grades) – This tool is designed to accommodate the full range of problem readers.  
Their deficits may be in decoding skills (misiden�fying words), comprehension skills (not understanding what they are 
reading), or both decoding skills and comprehension skills.   

 Reading Mastery (for 1st and 2nd grades) - Reading Mastery has helped thousands of schools achieve and sustain 
measurable gains in literacy. Reading Mastery Signature Edi�on is an efficacy-proven core comprehensive program. It 
gives teachers the flexibility to use reading, language arts, and literature together or separately, each strand can be 
targeted for use as an interven�on program. 

 Bridge the Gap - Bridge the Gap is a series of systema�c phonemic awareness interven�on lessons for students in 2nd 
grade and above. The lessons can be used in small groups or with individual students who struggle to decode words 
automa�cally. Phonemic awareness, especially when working with older learners, is something that is not o�en part of 
classroom instruc�on or interven�on. Yet, it is o�en the missing piece for students who struggle to decode and encode 
words. The lessons in Bridge the Gap were writen to provide teachers, reading specialists, and interven�onists with a 
simplified curriculum for teaching phonological and phonemic awareness with targeted instruc�on, based on student 
needs. 

 Bridges Math Interven�on - Bridges Interven�on provides targeted instruc�on and assessment for essen�al K–5 
mathema�cs skills and concepts. A strengths-based approach builds on each student’s abili�es—star�ng with 
manipula�ves, then moving to two-dimensional representa�ons and mental images. Intended to complement regular 



math instruc�on, Bridges Interven�on is ideal for use with small groups. The small-group instruc�on and ongoing 
progress monitoring are consistent with Response to Interven�on (RTI) and Mul�-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) 
frameworks. Further, the material is organized by content rather than grade, and each focused, 30-minute session 
provides everything an educator needs.
